(Hence the name “ConfiDance Club”.)  
Our Instructors are highly qualified and experienced performers as well as teachers.  Along with numerous, attentive class assistants, we are dedicated to providing our students with the very best dance training available in a fun, positive and safe environment.

Combination Classes

This is the best starting point for new dancers, and serves as an introduction to a variety of dance styles.  Combination classes for beginning dancers age 2-8 meet once a week and include Tap, Ballet, Choreography & Tumbling.   
Jazz, Ballet & Hip Hop classes are offered for dancers ages 7 and older.
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Any style or color of dancewear, pink ballet shoes & black tap shoes are appropriate for class.

Girls: Leotards, tights, unitards, dance skirts, tutus, bike pants over a leotard.

Boys: Jazz, bike, or sweat pants over a leotard or snug T-shirt (Boys wear black ballet shoes)

Where do I buy my supplies?

Supplies may be purchased at the studio or anywhere you can find them.

· Black tap shoes $17-$42 a pair.

· tan jazz “gore boots” $25 (a limited supply of close-out boots at $10 a pr.)

· pink & tan tights $8-$10 a pr.

· Limited supply of recycled tap shoes $5

· Free give-away box for outgrown dancewear and ballet shoe donations.

Performances

Our studio will showcase our accomplishments at the end of each semester with a professional quality Dance Concert in addition to occasional local community performances.  Competition Teams also participate in Spring competitions.  Summer months June-July offer Ballet and Jazz technique classes for dancers ages 7 & older as well as a  tumbling course for children ages 4-11yrs. in the month of June.  
Costuming

Introductory level students will purchase one basic costume that will be used for performances both semesters of our dance year.  Studio owned props and accessories that accent and complement our dance numbers will be provided for a small rental fee.
Competition team dancers will purchase a costume for each performing class they attend.  Costumes run approximately  $60-$80 each.

Competition Teams 
· Competition teams are filled by audition or invitation only. 

· Competition team classes meet 2-4 times per week for instruction in jazz, ballet and technique (required “core” classes).

· No participation contracts are required, but it is expected that team members will complete the full dance year and participate in all performances and 3-4 spring competitions.  

· Monthly tuition costs range from $85-$135 per month, depending on dancer’s level and additional optional classes added.
· Plan on purchasing a costume for each competition choreography class your dancer participates in.  Costumes range in cost from $60-$80 each.  Travel bags and uniforms remain consistent year to year.  



         


      Absences
Attendance is one of the most crucial factors in the rate of improvement in the dancers.  Poor attendance inhibits the class’ progression.  Absolutely no discounts are given for absences.  Dancers may attend other classes of comparable value for their make-ups, or arrange for private lessons to catch up on choreography missed.  
Concert Fee
At the beginning of each new dance semester, a $40 per family “Concert Fee” is assessed that provides for the theater rent and show expenses for our end of semester concerts.  This allows us to keep admission to our show free of charge to the public. In addition, a music CD for home practice will be distributed to each dancer’s family at the beginning of each semester.  These fees are due at the beginning of each new semester and are non refundable.
